Do’s and Don’t for your Display Board
Do…

· Use computer generated graphs

· Display photos

· Use contrasting, but limited colors

· Display models

· Attach charts

· Balance arrangement of materials on backboard

· Handouts to judges must be limited to one copy of the official abstract

Don’t…
· Leave large empty space on backboard

· Leave the table in front of the backboard empty; display models, etc.

· Use uneven lettering or words with letters of different colors 

· Hand-print letters or make mistakes in spelling or writing formulas

· Display student name on project

· Use wires that are not insulated, nails, or tacks

· Display personal photographs of accomplishments and acknowledgements
Make sure to check your entry packet for specific restrictions for your display.
